The all-day, home-repair project helped homeowners with critical but often unaffordable, exterior repairs, and adaptive and safety modifications for the elderly or disabled.  The project was an initiative of the Charlotte Regional Realtor® Association’s Housing Opportunity Foundation in recognition of April as National Fair Housing Month.  

The foundation enlisted the support of seven nonprofit housing partners (City of Charlotte’s Neighborhood & Business Services Department, Habitat for Humanity of Charlotte, Habitat for Humanity of Iredell County, Habitat for Humanity of Matthews, Our Towns Habitat for Humanity, Love, INC., and the Davidson Housing Coalition-HAMMERS Program) to help identify eligible homeowners.  Boggs Paving, Inc. a contractor headquartered in Monroe, N.C., also partnered with the foundation, and supported the event by collecting and recycling asphalt shingles from homes that received new roofs.  The old shingles will be recycled and used for resurfacing of roads.

“We continue to be humbled by the way in which we were embraced by the homeowners and their neighbors,” says Kessie.  “For a second year, we were amazed at the contagious spirit of camaraderie among our Realtor® volunteers, the homeowners and their families, who in many cases worked alongside our members.
